how to reach us
Empac is located in central Brussels and is accessible by taxi, public transport or car.

from Brussels National Airport

by taxi

The taxi drive from the airport is approximately half an hour and costs around 35,00€. Metered taxis are permanently available
in front of the arrivals hall.

by train

The airport train station is located below the terminal (basement level -1) with direct trains into the city centre about every 15
minutes. The nearest train station to the Empac offices is Bruxelles-Midi.

from Bruxelles-Midi train station

by public transport

From the train station Bruxelles-Midi, which is where the Thalys/Eurostar terminal is located, take the underground line 2 or 6
direction “Simonis Elisabeth”. The 3™ stop is Louise.

From metro stop Louise, Empac is located a 15-minute walk up Avenue Louise on the right-hand side or a 5-minute journey by
tram. Take tram 94 direction “Hermann-Debroux”, “Legrand”, “Buyl” or “Marie-José” and get off at the second stop, called
“Defacqz”, right in front of the Generali Louise Tower where we have our office on the 12" floor.

By car

e Coming from Antwerp (E19): follow direction Ring-E40-Liége until the end of motorway E19. On the Ring, take exit
Bruxelles-Liege-Louvain and follow direction Brussels.

e Coming from Mons (E19): before entering Brussels, take exit Waterloo-Ring Est and take direction Liége on the E40.
Take exit Bruxelles-Liege-Louvain on this motorway and follow direction Brussels.

e  Coming from Namur (E411): follow direction Ring-E40-Lieége. On the Ring, take exit Bruxelles-Liege-Louvain and follow
direction Brussels.

e Coming from Lieége (E40): do not take the Ring, stay on the motorway to enter Brussels.

e  Coming from Ostende (E40): Follow direction Ring-E40-Liege. On the ring, take exit Bruxelles-Liege-Louvain and follow
direction Brussels.

When entering Brussels, follow direction Centre-Centrum and stay in the tunnel. At the end of the tunnel, go straight ahead
into Avenue de Cortenbergh. At the roundabout “Schuman”, take the second street to the right, i.e. Rue de la Loi. At the
junction (with traffic lights), turn left. Enter the tunnel and take the exit Louise. At the roundabout, take the third street to the
right, i.e. Avenue Louise. After the next roundabout (Place Stéfanie), go straight ahead. The Generali Tower is located on the
right-hand side. You can park your car in the public car park on avenue Louise in front of the building.
